Cool for School Campaign

Every child deserves to walk into school feeling confident and included. But for many families,
the cost of school uniform—up to £289 for secondary pupils—creates real financial pressure.

With our school uniform service, we aim to minimise the substantial cost families face by
providing preloved non-branded uniforms that have been generously donated to us. Since
launching in 2023, we’ve supported 905 children, helping them feel comfortable, confident, and
ready to learn.

Why we’re fundraising
Throughout the year our stocks deplete, and we face shortages in many popular  uniform items
such as shirts, polo shirts, shoes, PE trousers and T-shirts. We are fundraising to help ensure we
can keep our stocks replenished and efficiently fulfil all requests we receive.

The funds raised through our ‘Wear Stars for Little Stars week’ will help ensure our supplies
remain well stocked, enabling us to support more children. 

As branded uniform items are a significant requirement for children attending secondary school,
this funding will also allow us to increase our support by purchasing key items such as jumpers,
ties, or blazers where no other help is available.



According to a 2024 Department for Education survey,
18% of children whose families faced financial hardship
due to uniform costs had been sent home for not having
the correct uniform. We want to reduce this by providing
essential items such as jumpers or blazers for children
attending secondary school.

Lunch bags, school bags and stationery items
such as pencil cases, pens and pencils are
things some families can’t provide, yet are
important items to help them feel prepared and
organised for their school day.

We’re always short of shirts for secondary school
ages, and polo shirts for primary school children.
Donating £10 will enable us to help a child feel smart
and clean when attending school.
